The editorship of /seconds, the online journal of contemporary art and its research

Questions of interdisciplinarity in contemporary art and media practices, specifically in curatorial modes of address in regard to visibility, with an emphasis on the contingencies of practice set to the circulation of works in the global art market. To research the field indicated in these practices, as ‘conditions’ to philosophical interest, addressed to the work of Alain Badiou, on the problem of universalism, in his theory of an ‘inaesthetic’, affirmationist art. On the limits of production and participation of constituencies of contemporary art, insinuated by any nomination of ‘politics of the aesthetic’. 

These questions are largely voiced and articulated in the commission of art criticisms, and, by invitation, to present written, audio, visual material, authored through the Editorship of the journal, /seconds, and by affiliated curatorial work of exhibition; in the configurations delimited by works in series, /seconds constitutes an on-going categorical and open-ended process of this research, its discourse maintained and expanded in network distributions.

In further experimentation, new methodologies are to be systematically developed in multiple situations (networks); their spatial dislocation in the electronic are re-oriented and implemented into educational formats and curatorial, discursive models.
